General Summary for Saturday, 20 June, 2026

Windy with a few drizzly showers and low cloud N  and W 

Scotland. Elsewhere, fairly light wind (particularly Wales and S 

Pennines), and extensively dry. Widespread fog will clear most 

summits - although patches of fog lower slopes near some west 

coasts.
