Drier, with the best cloud breaks, towards north Highland
and northern Cairngorm NP.

Strong winds and mild with extensive hill fog and frequent rain.
Winds easing later.

Remaining very unsettled with as a series of deep Atlantic lows, and their associated fronts, continue to cross Britain over
the next week. Frequently windy, with high rainfall, particularly on western mountains (rain at some stage almost daily)
and cloud will frequently cover higher areas. Only rarely cold enough for snow higher mountains in Scotland.
